ÅLibrary Reserves

provided it is no more than 20% of the book. 

ÅIf not covered by Access Copyright, Fair Dealing Policy 
limits apply ς i.e. supplementary readings only (no 
more than 25% of required readings), 1 copy per 10 
students, up to a maximum of 3.

ïUncertain whether online use covered by fair dealing. 

 

Å5ƻƴΩǘ ǿƻǊǊȅ ōŜ ƘŀǇǇȅ ƻǇǘƛƻƴǎΥ  
ïOption 1: make 2 versions ς one for class, one for 

posting on Sakai (minus 3rd party copyright). 

ïOption 2: use licensed images only ς e.g. licensed e-
journal figures, Artstor, Creative Commons etc.

Exceptions

ïMaterial for which © has expired (generally, 50 
ȅŜŀǊǎ ŀŦǘŜǊ ŀǳǘƘƻǊΩǎ ŘŜŀǘƘύ 

ïInsubstantial portions (consider both quantity & 
quality of excerpt) 

ïOpen Access material (e.g. Public Library of 
Science, MIT OpenCourseWare) 

ïGovernment of Canada works 

ïUS Government works 



The fallback option  

ÅAsk for permission from copyright owner 

 

ÅIdentify copyright owner & email / write, 
explaining: 
ïNature of proposed use  

ïFormat (print/digital) 

ïDuration of use 

ïNumber of students 

ïForm of acknowledgment
