What does © ownership mean? 



© = 

    A bundle of rights, including: 
ïThe right to reproduce a work (or a substantial 

part of the work) 

ïThe right to publish a work 

ïThe right to translate a work 

ïThe right to communicate a work to the public by 
telecommunication 

ïThe right to authorize any of these acts.

Traditional © Practices 

ÅAuthor transfers © to journal publisher

ÅRight to use the Published Journal Article for:

What? 

ÅPre-print = submitted/pre-refereed version 

 

 
 

ÅAccepted Author Manuscript = final version 
(post-review) before publisher formatting
