Rationale

Brock University has signed a Memorandum of Understanding on the Roles and Responsibilities in the Management of Federal Grants and Awards (MOU) with the three national granting councils (CIHR, NSERC, SSHRC) which provides a governance framework for research at institutions which receive federal granting council funds. Schedule 2: “Ethics Review of Research Involving Humans” of the MOU contemplates a two stage review process in situations where preliminary work must be done to prepare for work involving human subjects and to place the researcher in a position to prepare and submit a full REB application.  Under this MOU, the principle is established that an REB can provide a temporary authorization to enable the release of sufficient funds (up to 20%) to facilitate necessary preparatory work with the understanding that full REB approval will be sought and obtained prior to the researcher commencing any work with human subjects.
