Qualifications: 
1. Brock University full-time undergraduate student (enrolled in at least 3 full courses) or a part-time 

graduate student preferred. All applications will be reviewed. 
2. Current LSS National Lifeguard award, LSS Instructor, LSS Learn to Swim Instructor, Standard First 

Aid/CPR C and Anaphylaxis. Current print out from LSS website “Find a member” for qualifications 
required. 

3. Must have the ability to apply knowledge and training in safety prevention of accidents and in 
First Aid rescue situations as needed: teaching or guarding. 

 

Job Duties and Responsibilities 
1. Promote the Eleanor Misener Aquatic Centre, the Department of Recreation Services and Brock 

University, and its programs to the Brock community.  
2. Keep accurate records as per the Health Regulations.  
3. Work directly with special events and bookings, as well as Brock University groups and sport 

camps (e.g., conference services bookings, groups, school groups, etc.).  
4. Provide all program offerings as part of a team.  
5. Ensure a safe and fun environment during all instructional and fun swim settings.  
6. Work with individuals of all ages.  
7. Attend and participate in all mandatory in-service training sessions to sharpen skills including 

fitness level, rescues, rescue situations, public relations, teaching skills for all levels of the LSS 
program, First Aid and CPR, airway management, AED, policies and procedures, dealing with 
emergencies and evaluations. 

8. Perform administrative duties including preparing lesson plans, preparation and delivery of 
instructional program. 

 

Conditions of employment: 
1. Arrive for scheduled shifts on time. 
2. Proper uniform (and bathing suit) must be worn while on duty. 
3. Mandatory attendance and participation at all training and in-service sessions. 
4. The probation period is six weeks in duration and an evaluation will be completed at that time. 
5. Commit to 15+ hours per week including early mornings, evenings, weekends and 

holidays. 
6. Copies of current first aid and CPR certifications must be provided prior to working (NLS & LSS 

Instructors). 
7. All successful applicants who are Brock students and Ontario residents will be required to fill out a 

student profile for the purpose of obtaining OWSP funding. Employment is not conditional on 
eligibility status. 

8. Brock University is required to meet compliance with the Accessibility Standards for Customer 
Service (Ontario Regulation 429/07). All Brock University Recreation Services student employees 
must complete the required online training module prior to commencing employment.
